When you are talking and are not sure exactly what to say, use interjections as 'Hesitation Devices' that can help you to get over this horrible moment. Here are some life-saving hesitation devices:


er…         I mean…       Let me see/think…


uhh…     sort of/ kind of…       basically…


mmm…     um…      you know…        well…


Using these devices can help to maintain a highly fluent speech. If you use them skillfully, it doesn’t even come to the audience’s notice that there is a disconnect between your ideas.


Hesitation devices effectively hang onto the talking stick, signalling to other people that you have not finished speaking.


Hesitation can also signal � HYPERLINK "http://changingminds.org/explanations/needs/certainty.htm" �uncertainty�, and others may interject either to help you or to grab the talking stick and take over the conversation. Depending on culture and aggression or empathy in the situation, this will either be a common or uncommon action.
