Abd-el-Kader’s diary entry shows that he is outgoing, decisive, active and determined whereas Ronald's e-mail shows that he is indecisive and dreamy.


Justification:


Abd-el-Kader shows determination by saying that "my decision is made "and then goes on using the 'going to 'form which indicates that he has definitely planned his future actions.


Ronald keeps using modal 'might'.





“ to be(present)+ going to +verb   & might  + verb” refer to actions in the future.


to be + going to + verbs “infinitive” = to express certainty ( remote possibility) 


“might + verb” infinitive” = to express uncertainty ./warning/deduction/option/suggestion
